C.   Awards 

TWO  scholarship will be awarded  for $500 .  Additionally, the scholarship winner will be spon-

sored for membership as a student for one year  by  ASPE.  This allows the student to participate in 
monthly programs and continuing educational offerings to further develop construction estimating skills.  
Program costs are required per function (Approx. $40 per event), but these are greatly discounted for 
the student.
